FEBRUARY/MARCH/APRIL DISCIPLINE REPORT
Since my last report it’s been disappointing to have been notified of another four Match Official Abuse Reports.
Two have come to me via Age Grade and involve abuse by an opposing coach in the first case in an under 11’s game, the second by an unknown spectator in an under 15’s game.
In the first case the coach was given a 9 game ban.
In the second case, following extensive enquires and some cajoling, we ascertained that the offender was from out of county. We finally obtained his details and he was written to by John Dunstan informing him that his actions were totally unacceptable and that he was banned from attending any games at Truro RFC for a period of 12 months. 
The third was a player from Saltash II in their game at Redruth Abany.
The Saltash case was unproven.
The fourth is detailed further down my report.
There have also been further red card offences since my last report.
In the first a St. Austell Spartans player was shown a red card under Reg 9:13 for a high tackle. The player was given a 3 match ban.
A St. Agnes player was dismissed under Reg 9:12 for punching in their game v Camborne School of Mines on 10th February. He was given a 4 match ban.
A Truro player was cited by Wadebridge Camels RFC following their game on 2nd March for a Reg 9:12, Punch. The case was proven with the player handed a 7 match ban, this being his second red card of the season and third in recent seasons. The player was also given a warning regarding his future conduct.
A Penryn player was given a red card in their game against Plymstock on 9th March for a Dangerous tackle Reg 9:13, the case was dismissed as not meeting the red card thresh-hold.
A St. Ives player was shown a red card for a punch in their match against Paignton on 16th March, under Reg 9:12, given a 3 match ban.
A player from Pirates Amateurs was sent off in their game at Paignton RFC on 23rd March for a stamp under Reg 9:12, player given a 3 match ban.
A player from Redruth Albany, received 2 yellow cards = red card for persistent high tackles under Reg 9:27, given a 1 match ban.
A player from Newquay Hornets received a red card for punches to the body of a Perranporth player under Reg 9:12, given a 1 match ban.
A player from Illogan Park was shown 2 yellow cards and then a red for Match Official Abuse under Reg 9:28, the panel viewed this as verbal abuse and the player was given a 7 match ban, including 2 match aggravation as per RFU head of judiciary memo 1st January 2024.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A player from Pirates Amateurs played as an unregistered player for St. Just in a Papa Johns cup-tie, he ended up getting a red card for a Strike Reg 9:12. Awaiting the outcome of the club hearing. St. Just having won the tie were subsequently excluded from the competition and Newquay Hornets re-instated. Pirates Amateurs were unaware of their player’s actions. 
At present we are standing at 30 cases dealt with in adult rugby this season, which is slightly up on last season. However, 2 cases were dismissed and 2 cases saw red cards downgraded to on-field yellow cards. 
There are no further developments with regard to the Helston v St. Just citing from last September. I am waiting to hear back from Angus Hetherington and David Barnes on how this case will be concluded.
John Dunstan, Paul Hayes and myself met to go through the RFU Discipline Audit. This has now been completed on-line.
John Dunstan has intimated that he will stand down as Discipline Chair at the conclusion of the 24/25 season.
